Old Business

• SOGs have been completed and sent to the town lawyer for review.  Andrew and

Chelsea will meet with the Select Board after receiving revisions from the lawyer.

Hoping to have in place by January 1st.

• Bingo has been cancelled.

• Received a quote for key fob access to the First Response room in the station.

• We are looking at getting pagers for those not on the Fire Department.  Received

a quote for 12 radios ($23,540.64) and 6 pagers (approximately $2,800).

Currently pursuing grants.  Will also explore lease programs.

New Business 

• Open house at the fire station is October 12th.  Andrew asked what we might want

to do for Georgia First Response.

• Next Association meeting is October 3rd.  Calcutta will be on the agenda.

• Discussed whether we want to carry refusal forms.  Will continue to look into it.

• Have ordered patient assessment notepads with carbon copy.

• Do not respond based on Active911 alone without confirming that it is a medical

call denoted by ‘Medical’ in the title or ‘GEFS’ in the CAD code.  The Fire

Department will show up as ‘GEFD’.

• New AED on order.  We have Tylenol, new cabinets for supplies and more

supplies have been ordered and are on the way.

• Recertifications are due in March.

• There has been confusion with district trainings and AmCare trainings are no

longer on Wednesdays and instead rotate days.

• AMLS class in Swanton on October 5th-6th.  First 12 students who sign up will be

free, paid for by the district.  Any additional beyond the 12 will receive $100 off.

• EMS conference is October 31st through November 3rd in Burlington.  Pre-

conference workshops require preapproval and will only be covered if funds are

available.  Fees to the conference will be covered provided advanced notice is

provided to Andrew.  Any sessions requiring additional fees require pre-approval

and will be based on available funds.

• License renewal has been signed and is ready to go to the state.
